[image: image1.wmf]You have been recruited by the Scotsman newspaper to write an article for their careers magazine. This week’s magazine looks into careers that involve Mathematics. Each recruit has been given a page in this magazine to fill all about one career. On the page you must include the following:

· Advert for a job in this career line

· An article informing the pupil about this career

· An interview with somebody whom this is their career

TASK 1 - Research careers that involve Maths.

Log on to http://www.prospects.ac.uk/options_with_your_subject.htm pick one career that you think would be interesting to advertise and promote in this magazine.
Once you have your career using the following steps find out information about this career that you can use in your newspaper article.

· Plan your research by thinking about:

· The purpose of your task.
· What you already know.
· What you would like to find out.
· Where you are going to find your information.
· Keywords:

· Which are the most important words to look for in the index/contents page of the book
· What would be the most useful words to type into the search engine
· For example – if your topic is Mercury be clear about whether you mean the planet or the element or you’ll get loads of results that won’t be any use to you.
· Skim/Scan information

· Make notes as you go along

· Keep a bibliography of the sources you find your information from
Task 2 – Find somebody who works in this career

Using a book, the internet, family or friends, find somebody who works in the career you have chosen. Now you are going to interview this person:

· Pick the questions you would like to ask

· If this person is somebody you know

· Ask them these questions

· Note down the answer

· If this is a fictional character from a book or somebody on the internet http://plus.maths.org/content/Career

· Use the information in the book to find answers to the questions

Task 3 – Find recruitment information

Using the internet find a job advert for your career choice. Note down the information for this as this will be part of your magazine page.

Task 4 – Writing you article

Using the information you gathered in Task 1 write an article describing your chosen career. Remember the following when you are writing your article.
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Task 5 – Writing your interview

Using the information you gathered in Task 2 to report on your interview with somebody whom works in this area already.

Remember again:

· Purpose

· Audience

· Language

· Layout

Task 6 – Write an advert
Make up an advert for a job in this career area
Task 7 – Design & Put together your magazine page

Using all the information from the tasks above put together you magazine page.
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
